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It’s time again at the year end for 
Beijing Review to review our top 10 
news stories from the outgoing year.

After three years of the COVID-19 
pandemic, business and daily life across 
the world returned to normal in 2023, 
with people-to-people exchanges re-
suming, business and trade increasing, 
the tourism industry recovering and 
consumption becoming more active. 

Over the year, the world contin-
ued to experience profound changes 
unseen in a century. Peace and devel-
opment remain the call of our day. 

The Chinese economy remains 
the biggest engine of global growth, 
and the international use of China’s 
currency the renminbi continues grow-
ing. In November, Chinese and U.S. 
presidents had a historic meeting in 
San Francisco, once again lowering the 
tension between the two countries and 
steering the relationship between the 
world’s two largest economies back 
on course. This contributed to world 
peace and development and had a posi-
tive impact on the entire international  
community. 

Also during this year, BRICS mem-
bership expanded, once more enhancing 
the strength of solidarity and coopera-
tion between developing countries; 

ChatGPT and other large language 
models became a sensation, drawing 
infinite imagination to the field of arti-
ficial intelligence; and the 28th Session 
of the Conference of the Parties to the 
United Nations Framework Convention 
on Climate Change concluded with a 
historic consensus to ratchet up global 
climate action. 

But there are still many situations 
we never wanted to face. The ongoing 
conflict between Russia and Ukraine 
deepens people’s desire for peace, and 
the outbreak of the Palestinian-Israeli 
conflict and the death of innocent 
civilians it caused add more sorrows 
to this desire. Worse still, the global 
village, already scarred by wars, was 
further damaged by Japan’s discharge 
of nuclear-contaminated water into the 
ocean in July, a pain that will continue 
into the future.

Our hopes for the dawn of human 
peace and development continue as 
we welcome 2024. We hope the com-
ing year will not only bring global 
economic growth, but also an end to 
the gloom currently enveloping the 
human community. The light at the 
end of the tunnel is in sight and it is 
also within reach if we advance to-
ward it together.  BR
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A BREAKTHROUGH
A Twisted Boron Nitride (TBN) crystal placed on a piece of fused silica at Peking University (PKU) in Beijing on 
December 15.  

The new type of ultrathin optical crystal, made by a team of PKU researchers, is the thinnest optical crystal 
currently known in the world, Wang Enge from the university’s School of Physics told Xinhua News Agency. Its 
energy efficiency is 100 to 10,000 times greater than traditional crystals of the same thickness.

The TBN crystal is expected to achieve new application breakthroughs in quantum light sources, photonic 
chips, artificial intelligence and other fields in the future. 
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China had 280.04 million el-
derly people aged 60 and above 
by the end of 2022, accounting 
for 19.8 percent of the total 
population. The number of those 
aged 65 and above had reached 
209.78 million.

Among them, 41.43 million 
were covered by an old-age 
subsidy scheme, the report says.

By the end of last year, the 
country had 387,000 elderly 
care institutions and facilities, 
providing over 8.29 million 
beds.

A total of 6,986 institutions 
capable of providing both medi-
cal and elderly care services 
were established across the 
country, up by 7.6 percent from 
the previous year, according to 
the report.

prefecture level in each  
provincial-level region across  
the country, with the survey work 
due to be completed before 
January 10, 2024. The inaugural 
survey will mainly cover op-
erators of food and beverage 
businesses as well as residents.

By 2025, the survey will 
be further expanded to cover 
around 100 cities above the pre-
fecture level, while some regions 
are also encouraged to extend 
the survey to counties, according 
to the circular.

Scenic Highway 
Loop
A scenic highway circling the 
main island of Hainan Province 
in south China opened to traffic 
on December 18, according to a 
press conference in Haikou, the 
provincial capital.

The project had a total esti-
mated investment of 16.35 billion 
yuan ($2.3 billion), Huang Peng, 
chief engineer of the provincial 
transport department, said. The 
highway is 988 km in length  
and has 45 viewing platforms,  
25 parking areas, 66 roadside 
parking belts and 14 electric 
vehicle charging stations, Huang 
said.

It runs through 12 coastal 
cities and counties, 64 coastal 
townships and more than 1,200 
villages, Huang added.

The highway loop connects 
the province’s coastal tourist 
resorts, maritime sports bases, 
prehistoric cultural sites and 
historic towns, and is expected 
to promote the development of 
local tourism.

Customs Clearance
The highway port of Erenhot, 
the largest land port on the 
China-Mongolia border, com-
menced 24-hour freight customs 
clearance on a trial basis on 
December 16.

Food Waste
China has started an inaugural 
nationwide sample survey on 
food waste in its continued ef-
forts to fight against the problem.

In a circular jointly published 
online on December 18 by the 
National Development and 
Reform Commission, China’s 
top economic planner, and the 
Ministry of Commerce, the two 
government departments said 
by analyzing existing problems 
through the survey, targeted pol-
icy measures can be proposed 
and supervision and manage-
ment regarding food waste can 
be strengthened.

According to the circular, 
the inaugural survey will cover 
around 30 cities above the  
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Ensuring Supply
Power supply technicians return after checking the ice condition of a power transmission tower at an  
observation station on Xihuang Mountain in Huaihua, Hunan Province in central China, on December 19. 
The technicians have been conducting daily inspections on and maintenance of power transmission  
facilities to ensure a reliable power supply amid the recent strong cold wave sweeping the province.

Old-Age Insurance
The number of people covered 
by old-age insurance in China 
had exceeded 1.05 billion by 
the end of 2022, an increase of 
24.36 million from the previous 
year, according to a report on 
the development of elderly care 
programs in the country, Xinhua 
News Agency reported on 
December 14. 

The report, jointly released 
by the Ministry of Civil Affairs 
and the Office of the China 
National Committee on Aging, 
gives a summary of China’s 
elderly population and the de-
velopment of various programs 
that ensure their livelihood 
and access to elderly care and 
healthcare services.
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It is the first Chinese port on 

the China-Mongolia border that 
has rolled out round-the-clock 
service.

“The new service allows 
customs inspection upon arrival, 
making the customs clearance 
process faster and more ef-
ficient,” Wu Yongsheng, a truck 
driver, said.

The border inspection sta-
tion in Erenhot has implemented 
measures to elevate the level 
of intelligent customs clear-
ance, ensuring an efficient and 
smooth clearance process at the 
port.

As of December 16, the num-
ber of inbound and outbound 
vehicles passing through the 
Erenhot highway port this year 
has reached a record high of 
161,000, a 60-percent increase 
compared to the same period  
in 2019.

Vaccination  
Guidelines
China has released new vac-
cination guidelines to enhance 
standardized immunization 
management, according to 
the National Disease Control 
and Prevention Administration, 
Xinhua reported on December 15.

The updated guidelines, 
a revision of the 2016 version,

mandate standardized require-
ments for vaccination practices, 
including vaccine-use manage-
ment, the monitoring and 
handling of suspected adverse 
reactions, as well as vaccination-
rate surveillance.

According to the guidelines, 
disease control agencies and 
vaccination centers should 
implement a routine vaccine 
inspection system. This involves 
monthly checks on factors such 
as vaccine quantity, source, 
packaging, storage temperature 
and expiration date, with records 
maintained.

In China, vaccines are 
categorized into immunization 
plan vaccines, mandated by 
government regulations, and 
non-immunization plan vac-
cines, which residents voluntarily 
choose.

Wildlife Habitats
China has introduced its inau-
gural list of key terrestrial wild 
animal habitats, incorporating 
areas that are home to over 
82 percent of the country’s 
critically protected terrestrial 
species.

The 789 habitats consist of 
six categories, including regions 
where endangered species live 
and breed, and areas character-
ized by significant populations

of wild animals, according 
to the National Forestry and 
Grassland Administration.

The administration said the 
list is expected to gradually 
expand as more wildlife habi-
tats experience environmental 
improvements and meet as-
sessment criteria.

Featuring rich biodiversity, 
China is home to more than 10 

percent of the total terrestrial 
vertebrate species worldwide.

In recent years, the country 
has established a natural land 
protection system comprising 
national parks, nature reserves 
and natural parks. An increas-
ing number of wildlife habitats 
are coming under national pro-
tection thanks to this national 
conservation initiative.
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Non-Bank Payment 
Institutions
Premier Li Qiang has signed a 
decree of the State Council to 
unveil rules on the supervision 
and administration of non-bank 
payment institutions, which will 
take effect on May 1, 2024.

The rules are meant to 
promote the law-based supervi-
sion and administration of these 
institutions and their business 
operations, facilitate the sound 
and healthy development of the 
sector, protect customers’ legal 
rights and interests, and help the 
institutions better serve the real 
economy and meet the need of 
customers for diversified pay-
ment methods.

The new rules clarify the 
definition of non-bank pay-
ment institutions and their 
establishment requirements and 
improved the legal framework 
governing payments.

In order to protect the legal 
rights and interests of payment 
users, these institutions should 

establish effective due diligence 
systems and enhance risk 
management, according to the 
rules. The institutions should also 
ensure the security of payment 
accounts and guard against 
illicit fundraising, telecom fraud, 
money laundering, gambling 
and other criminal activities, the 
rules noted.

The rules define the super-
visory and administrative duties 
and measures of the People’s 
Bank of China, the country’s 
central bank, as well as outlined 
its risk management methods, 
and asked local governments to 
cooperate with the central bank 
in managing risks.

Battery Output
Nationwide output of power bat-
teries and storage batteries saw 
rapid expansion in November, 
according to data from the China 
Automotive Battery Innovation 
Alliance.

The output of the batteries 
stood at 87.7 gigawatt-hours 
(GWh) that month, up 40.7 

percent year on year. In the first 
11 months, the output rose 41.6 
percent year on year to 698.7 
GWh.

Sales of the batteries came in 
at 84.2 GWh in November, up 12.3 
percent from October, according 
to the data.

In November, production 
and sales of new-energy vehicles 
hit 1.07 million and 1.03 million 
units, respectively, up 39.2 
percent and 30 percent year on 
year, said the China Association 
of Automobile Manufacturers.

Bond Allocation
The Ministry of Finance (MOF) 
said on December 18 that 237.9 
billion yuan ($33.4 billion), the 
first batch of funds raised by 
the issuance of an additional 
1-trillion-yuan ($140.3 billion) of 
government bonds for disaster 
relief and response, has been 
transferred to local governments.

The bond issuance was 
approved by the Standing 
Committee of the National 
People’s Congress, the country’s 

top legislature, in October.
Of the total, 107.5 billion 

yuan ($15.1 billion) will be used 
for disaster relief, reconstruction, 
and disaster response, 125.4 
billion yuan ($17.6 billion) for 
improving and restoring 3.6 
million hectares of farmland in 
1,336 counties nationwide, and 5 
billion yuan ($701.7 million) for 
the construction of meteorologi-
cal infrastructure.

The remainder of the funds 
raised by the bond issuance will 
be allocated in batches accord-
ing to project reviews, said Wang 
Jianfan, an MOF official, who also 
vowed to make sure the money 
will be spent effectively.

Privately Offered 
Funds
The value of China’s privately 
offered funds stood at 20.61 
trillion yuan ($2.9 trillion) at the 
end of November, industrial data 
showed.

The figure was up from 
20.59 trillion yuan ($2.9 trillion) 
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a month ago, according to the 
Asset Management Association 
of China, a self-regulatory orga-
nization that represents China’s 
mutual fund industry. Mutual 
fund is a financial vehicle that 
pools assets from shareholders 
to invest in securities like stocks, 
bonds, and other assets.

A breakdown of the total 
showed that equity investment 
funds, with a total size of 11.12 
trillion yuan ($1.6 trillion), were 
the largest category, followed 
by stock investment funds and 
venture investment funds.

The number of registered 
privately offered funds stood at 
153,698 at the end of November, 
and 21,699 institutions managed 
these funds.

Civil Aviation
The cargo and mail volume 
carried by the civil aviation 
sector totaled 719,000 tons in 
November, according to the Civil 
Aviation Administration of China.

The volume was 102.8 
percent of the figure recorded in 

the same period of 2019, exceed-
ing the pre-pandemic level for a 
fourth consecutive month, and 
reaching a record high in scale, 
the administration said.

In the first 11 months of the 
year, the civil aviation sector 
completed a total of 6.61 million 
tons of freight and mail trans-
port, it added.

Bond Holdings
The net increase in foreign hold-
ings of domestic bonds stood 
at $33 billion in November, the 
second highest in history, data 
from the State Administration of 
Foreign Exchange (SAFE) showed.

Cross-border capital under 
securities investments have 
resumed inflows, with increasing 
willingness of foreign capital to 
allocate renminbi bonds, Wang 
Chunying, Deputy Director and 
spokesperson of the SAFE, said.

China’s foreign exchange 
market expectations and transac-
tions remained generally stable 
that month, Wang said, adding 
that companies continued to be 

“rational” in forex transactions.
The net cross-border capital 

inflow under trade in goods es-
sentially remained steady, Wang 
added.

As favorable conditions 
outweigh unfavorable factors in 
China’s economic development, 
the country’s forex exchange 
market has a more solid founda-
tion than before to maintain 
steady operations, she said.

Industrial Output
China’s value-added industrial 
output, an important economic 
indicator, went up 6.6 percent 
year on year in November, data 
from the National Bureau of 
Statistics (NBS) showed.

The growth accelerated from 
the 4.6-percent rise registered in 
October, according to the NBS.

Industrial output is a mea-
sure of the activity of enterprises 
with an annual main business 
turnover of at least 20 million 
yuan ($2.8 million) each.

On a monthly basis, in-
dustrial output edged up 0.87 

percent in November.
Most sectors logged faster 

industrial output growth rates 
in November compared with 
a month earlier. The output of 
equipment manufacturing ex-
panded 9.8 percent year on year 
that month, up 3.6 percentage 
points from that in October and 
driving up the overall industrial 
output by more than 1 percent-
age point.

Hi-tech manufacturing 
registered a 6.2-percent increase 
in industrial output in November, 
up 4.4 percentage points from 
October, the data revealed.

Hi-tech products such as 
solar cells, service robots and 
integrated circuits continued 
their stellar performance in 
November, with their output 
rising 44.5 percent, 33.3 percent, 
and 27.9 percent, respectively.

In the first 11 months, China’s 
industrial output grew 4.3 
percent from the same period a 
year earlier, up 0.2 percentage 
points from the January-October 
growth, the NBS said.

Senior ‘Snowbirds’
Nanfang Daily

Over the past few years, more and more 
Chinese retirees are migrating to the 
country’s southern sunbelt provinces dur-
ing the winter season.

 This new spatial pattern of senior 
mobility is rooted in the fact that hun-
dreds of millions of people born in the 
1960s, an era that saw a huge spike in 
birth rates, are hitting retirement age and 
exiting the workforce. This massive, 
ongoing wave of retirees, along with 
upgraded infrastructure in the country’s

Science

With quilts hanging over the front steps 
and the aroma of food wafting through the 
air, No.15 Bingmasi Hutong in Beijing’s 
Xicheng District looks like a regular 
hutong courtyard. In reality, it used to 
house the National Geological Survey of 
China (NGSC). As a longstanding wit-
ness to the evolution of natural sciences 
in China, the site is as much a part of the 
historical identity of China’s capital as the 
imperial palaces and temples.

Introduced into China by Western 
explorers and missionaries, the term 
“science” was first translated rather  
inaccurately into Chinese as gezhi, which

Qi Faren, a preeminent space scientist and former head of the China Academy of 
Space Technology, received the highest prize of the Ho Leung Ho Lee Foundation

Born in Fuxian County, Liaoning Province in 1933, Qi worked on the develop-
ment of many satellites, including China’s first—Dongfanghong 1—which was 
sent into space in April 1970 by the Long March 1, the country’s first carrier rocket, 
which he had helped design.

Qi also led the research and development of the first five Shenzhou spaceships, 
including the Shenzhou-5, which carried out the country’s first 
manned space mission in 2003.

The Ho Leung Ho Lee Foundation was founded in 1994 by 
Hong Kong financiers Ho Sin Hang, Leung Kau-Kui, Ho Tim and 
Lee Quo-Wei to honor outstanding Chinese scientists. In addi-
tion to Qi, another 55 sci-tech workers were also honored with the  
accolade this year.



southern provinces, has fueled the rise of 
the “snowbird” lifestyle. 

However, the emerging trend also poses 
many challenges. The huge influx of seniors 
has the potential to strain local hospitals. 
Additionally, these out-of-town seniors may 
face difficulties applying for reimbursement 
of medical expenses, as medical insurance 
policies vary across provinces. Finding 
themselves in completely strange surround-
ings, these retirees may also experience a 
heightened feeling of loneliness.

Therefore, more efforts should be 
invested in clearing these obstacles and 
boosting the physical as well as emotional 
wellbeing of these migratory seniors.

is the abbreviation of gewuzhizhi (“inves-
tigation of things to acquire knowledge”), 
a philosophical concept developed by 
Zhu Xi, a Confucian scholar in the Song 
Dynasty (960-1279). It was not until the 
20th century that China began to develop 
a modern understanding of Western  
sciences. 

Founded in 1913, the NGSC is widely 
considered to be the country’s first mod-
ern scientific institution. Over the next few 
decades, the institute not only withstood 
the vicissitudes of modern Chinese his-
tory, but also played a prominent role in 
the advancement of homegrown geologi-
cal science. In 1921, scientists from the 
NGSC discovered the Yangshao Culture, 
a Neolithic culture that thrived along the 
middle reaches of the Yellow River from 
5000 B.C. to 3000 B.C. In 1930, the 
institute supervised the construction of 
the Jiufeng Seismic Station, China’s first 
independently built seismic station. 

The NGSC  also gave birth to a host 
of homegrown research institutions in 
the field of earth science. In 1951, it was 
reorganized into the Institute of Geology 
of the Chinese Academy of Sciences. 
Though the NGSC no longer exists, its 
legacies are spread across a wide range 
of disciplines including paleontology,  
petrology and geography. 

AI PIONEER DIES AT 55

Tang Xiaoou, a professor of information engineering at the Chinese University 
of Hong Kong and cofounder of Chinese artificial intelligence (AI) pioneer 
SenseTime, died of an undisclosed illness on December 15 at the age of 55.

Born in 1968 in Anshan, Liaoning, Tang joined the Department of Information 
Engineering at the Chinese University of Hong Kong in 1998, where he established 
the Multimedia Laboratory, an institute for research into deep learning, in 2001.

Established by Tang in 2014, the SenseTime team developed a facial recognition 
system with a world-record accuracy of 99.15 percent. The compa-
ny has since become one of China’s biggest AI firms as public and 
private demand for its facial recognition technology has increased.

Tang has conducted groundbreaking research and innovation in 
computer vision and deep learning, and also promoted the respon-
sible and ethical use of AI in various sectors, including healthcare, 
education and public safety.



Cafés Gone Wild
Rednet.cn
December 18
TAIJUAN, a coffee shop in Shanghai, has 
recently become a local hit after launching a 
new type of beverage called the green pep-
per latte. Served inside hollowed-out green 
peppers, the drink blends the bitterness 
of roasted coffee beans with a slight crisp  
spiciness. 

This is just one example of how the café 
scene in China is evolving. The country’s 
coffee market has become so competitive 
that many coffee shop owners have resorted 
to bold, and oftentimes weird, concoctions 

to woo coffee drinkers. Bizarre coffee drinks 
have been created with octopus, oyster, 
stinky tofu, roast goose, vinegar, fermented 
vegetables and even century eggs (eggs 
pickled in ash, brine and slaked lime).

While these avant-garde creations have 
opened up a whole new world of taste pos-
sibilities, food safety concerns have risen 
in regard of the use of unconventional in-
gredients, some of which can lead to food 
poisoning if not properly handled. 

Industry insiders also worry that this 
overflow of boldness may upstage true cre-
ativity and divert homegrown cafés away 
from fine-tuning their selection of beans and 
their brewing techniques—things that define 
quality in coffee.
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  1    Xi Jinping Reelected President of China
On March 10, Xi Jinping was reelected president of the 
People’s Republic of China (PRC) and chairman of the PRC 
Central Military Commission at the First Session of the 14th 
National People’s Congress (NPC), the country’s top legislature. 

Since his reelection, Xi has made inspection tours to several 

regions across the country to advance Chinese modernization 
through high-quality development. He has also been promoting 
world peace and bilateral and multilateral cooperation. 

On March 15, Xi proposed the Global Civilizations 
Initiative, advocating respect for the diversity of world civiliza-
tions and the common values of humanity and strengthening 
international cultural exchange and cooperation.
